Earl Hugh Gibson of Pauls Valley passed away at his home on June 17,2022 at the age of
87 years 11 months and 17 days. Earl was born in Wynnewood, Oklahoma at the Red
Gate Ranch to William Earl Gibson and Mary (Bannister) Gibson. He started school at Joy
and later moved with his family to California.

Earl graduated from Fullerton High School in Fullerton, California and was recruited by the
Brooklyn Dodgers farm league.

Earl enjoyed fishing, golf, coaching baseball, investing in the stock market and
long motorcycle rides with his friends. Those who came to know him best soon realized
that he was highly intelligent, had a quick wit about him, loved animals of all kinds and
could be an outspoken armchair politician given to occasional outbursts of outrageous
indignation against injustice or oppression of any kind.
