Inadean Rose Rogers Hoyle passed from this life in Lindsay, Oklahoma, on
Saturday, July 18, 2020. 
Ina was born September 21, 1936, at the General Hospital in Chickasha,
Oklahoma, to Henry Calloway Rogers and Toylee Rogers.

Ina worked at Western Wireline Oilfield Services Company in Lindsay for
eleven years while raising her family as L.B. continued farming operations.
Then, in 1970, L.B. took a job with State Farm Insurance, and the family
moved to Lindsay, Oklahoma, where they have remained for the past 50
years. 
Ina played the piano at the First Baptist Church in Bradley, Oklahoma, and



L.B. lead singing there for ten years. Ina was a member of the Washita Home
Demonstration Club, Beta Sigma Phi sorority, and the Lindsay Progressive
Study Club. 

She and LB were blessed with 65 years of marriage, along with five
grandchildren and six great-grandchildren. Her family was her pride and joy.
